Change of use and alterations to stable building to provide additional accommodation to the existing dwelling, including new gable, changes to roof windows, new dormer windows and solar panels.

Councillor Jarman: is concerned that the application has occurred in increments and there is no clear picture as to what the end result is intended to be.

Councillor Armstrong: would like to see the solar panels mesh in with the roof line and create no obstructing and it was agreed that this observation be included in the any comment the Parish Council may make. (TA/EC) AGREED

Councillor James rejoins the meeting.
25/00346/FUL. Sunset Beach, Madeira Lane, Freshwater. 
Demolition of conservatory, garage and lobby; proposed two storey side extension; proposed single storey rear extension; proposed dormer window on side elevation and alterations to include cladding.

It was proposed to object to the development due to the overdevelopment and the overbearing nature and the impact on amenity of the neighbouring building and the overall impact on the street scene. The Parish Council are unhappy with the height of the chimney.  (EC/WW). AGREED

25/00348/HOU. 11 Linstone drive, Yarmouth.
Proposed single storey side extension and new render finish to existing extension; single storey extension to enlarge garage. 

It was proposed that the Parish Council support this application on the grounds that it is a small domestic extension. (DJ/WW) AGREED
25/00379/HOU. Links View, The Square, Freshwater.
Proposed single storey side/front extension to form exercise pool and lift shaft; alterations to include solar panels and new ramp to back door. 

Councillor Turan & James – it was proposed to make no objection subject to a planning condition that would require the councils approval of the means of disposal of water from the exercise pool.  (BS/DJ) AGREED 

Councillor Armstrong – the Parish Council applaud the inclusion of the neighbours positive comments and the applications emotive correspondence which lend weight to the decision.
